1. ISA Registration
The planned registration scheme for people working with children and vulnerable adults, due to commence on 26th July,  has been put on hold by the new government pending a review of the entire vetting and barring scheme.  In the meantime however, other key elements of the ISA vetting and barring scheme do still remain in force:

· ISA continues to make decisions about who should be barred from working with children/vulnerable adults. 

· The two barred lists relating to children and vulnerable adults will continue to be maintained by ISA. 

· It will remain a criminal offence to allow a person on the barred lists to work with children or vulnerable adults. 

· The obligation to inform ISA if an individual has been dismissed due to harm or likely harm to a child or vulnerable person remains in force (including where the individual would have been dismissed if he/she had not resigned). 

· The separate system of criminal records bureau checks remains in place. 

 
2. GTC Registration

The recent proposal to abolish the GTC requires change to primary legislation by Parliament. Until such time as legislation is enacted and any transitional period provided for in legislation is completed, the GTC will continue to discharge all its statutory functions.  The GTC has also received an assurance that current duties and powers are likely to remain in force until at least the end of the current financial year, 31 March 2011.  Until that point, it remains a legal requirement for all teachers in maintained schools in England and non-maintained special schools to be registered with the GTC. Teachers must continue to register with the GTC until such time as new legislation is enacted to cease, or move elsewhere, the functions of the GTC.
